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Hope this finds everyone doing fine. 
 
 Well, after the threat of rain in 2005 and the real-
ity of rain in 2006 we deserved to have great weather for 
the 2007 Ham days, and boy did we ever! Not only was 
the weather great but so was the crowd. Vendors reported 
having a banner year. And at 9:30pm Saturday night I 
witnessed around 4,000 to 5,000 people downtown enjoy-
ing the live music. It was a great year. 
 I cannot adequately thank all the people, organi-
zations, businesses, local government, Ham Days com-
mittee, Chamber board and members that worked so hard 
to make Ham Days a success this year. Ham Days would 
not exist without your support. Again, thanks from the 
bottom of my little ham heart. 
 As you may know the “Recallable Nickel” will 
be voted on in a special election.  Being too late to be put 
on the November ballot, it looks like this may not take 
place until after the first of the year. So, if by some 
chance you have been out of the country or living in a 
cave for the last few months and don’t know about this 
issue, now is the time to get yourself informed. 
 It’s a funny thing. A group of people we voted 
into office (the Marion County School Board) did their 
job and studied the pros and cons of the Recallable 
Nickel. Not just at one meeting but over several meetings 
and months and decided unanimously that the Recallable 
Nickel was in our best interest. The Lebanon-Marion 
County Chamber of Commerce Board who works daily 
with local business, industry, agriculture and government 
leaders, studied the issue and voted unanimously to sup-
port it. So did the Industrial Board & Economic Develop-
ment who work one on one with business and industries 
to help bring jobs to Lebanon.  Mayor Crenshaw and 
County Judge Executive John G. Mattingly fully under-
stand the impact of the Recallable Nickel and they also 
are in full support of it.  
 But for some strange reason petition organizers, 
who to my knowledge have not been to any school board 
meeting or other informational meetings on the subject 
and who have not requested any information  from the 
School Board or Chamber on the issue are against the 
“Recallable Nickel”.  I challenge these petition organizers 
to bring to the public’s awareness their reason they are 
against the Recallable Nickel other than the obvious fact 
of it being a tax. And, also what is their plan to move 
Marion County, its school system and children forward? 

The bottom line 
1. The average homeowner will pay around $4 to $6 a 
month based on $50 
for every $100,000 of 
property value. 
2. We will lose the 
matching money from 
the government which 
is around $6 million 
dollars in bonding 
potential.  The addi-
tional revenue raised 
locally (and if 
matched by the state) would be approximately $750,000 
annually to make the debt service payments. That’s real 
money, all of which has to go directly to new school 
building construction or existing school building reno-
vation. 
 Washington County has passed the Recallable 
Nickel without a petition. This means they are in front 
of us. I remember graduating MCHS in 1981 and seeing  
surrounding  Taylor, Boyle, & Nelson Counties ahead of 
us in industry and  job opportunities. We cannot afford 
to go back to those days. 
 Look folks, this is serious business. The deci-
sion we make on the Recallable Nickel will have an im-
mediate and pronounced impact on our community. If 
you don’t believe me just ask any of your informed 
community leaders.
